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Do you know people who see life through a
black or white lens? These are the individuals
who see things either right or wrong; there are
no gray areas or middle ground. Much of the
teachings of Jesus Christ were this way. In
Luke 13, we find Jesus telling those listening
to His teachings that unless they repented from
their sins they would perish.

There are those who believe that God’s path &
to eternal life is one that is fuzzy or gray. All =
one needs to do is to live the best life they can on earth and in the end “hopefully”
have done enough to gain the reward for eternal life. Yet Jesus gives us the clear
black or white way to eternity. If we believe in Him, believe that He is the only

It isn’t even through our giving, even though we are called to
cast our bread upon the water and invest in the kingdom of our God. It is through
simple faith in the person and finished work of Christ on Calvary’s cross as to
payment for our sins so that we now have access to the Father’s throne in heaven.

You and | must be careful to not muddy the waters. Where God speaks clearly,
we need to take heed and live accordingly. Yet, where God does not give a clear
answer, we then need to allow the work of the Holy Spirit in each and every
person’s life to be their guide. We must never call sin what God has not called sin
and we must not call good or make exceptions and excuses for that which God has
called sin.

God’s Word is clear that there is a Heaven to gain and a hell to resist. All who
are in Christ will inherit the Kingdom of our God. All without Christ will inherit
the punishments of hell. | pray and hope that each of you who reads this article
have the assurance that you know the clear path of God that leads to eternity and
that you know that you know that you are on that path and that one day you will
see and hear the words from our Savior and King , “Well done, welcome home.”

God help us to see clearly and not allow the enemy to blind the eyes of our heart.
Let us see the path that is set before us and follow after you with our heart, mind,
soul and strength.
