      During the month of May we pay tribute 

 to two different groups – Moms (Mother‟s  

Day) and those who have served our country in  

the military (Memorial Day). 

     Paul in his letter to the Romans writes for 

us to give to each person what is due – if honor 

– then honor. 

     In Exodus 20, God instructs the Israelites  

to “Honor your Father and Mother.”  This  

is the first commandment in which a promise 

is attached and  by doing so it would go well for us and we would live long in the 

land God has given to us.   

     But what does it mean to honor one‟s parents or even to honor those who have 

given their life so that we might have the freedoms we enjoy today?  The answer is 

simple and yet one that has lost its significance in our culture today.  „Honor‟ 

means to give proper respect.  We show proper respect to our parents when we 

listen to the words they speak and take heed to their warnings.  We show respect 

for those who have given their all in service to our country by remembering their 

deeds through the laying of wreaths on their graves, attending  memorial services 

or pausing to thank family members who are still with us today or may I add 

thanking those who have served and are still alive today.  We also show respect 

when we stand, remove our hats and place our hands over our hearts when the flag 

of our nation is presented before us. 

     As we remember and give respect to those whom God has placed over us, we 

are acknowledging God‟s wisdom in the establishment of proper authority in our 

lives.  Without those authorities, there would be at best chaos and at worse total 

anarchy.  God, in His wisdom, gave us authorities to teach us submission and 

servanthood.  Those in authority are to use their powers to serve and mentor those 

under them while those under the authority learn to submit and serve. 

     I know that my parents and grandparents did their best to train me in the way I 

should go.  There were times when I may have thought they were too tough or 

even „old fashioned‟ in their ways, yet as I learned to listen and submit, I came to 

understand their desire that I grow up to become the best possible individual that I 

could be.  It wasn‟t until I became a parent that I truly understood the role of the 

„Father and Mother‟.  It wasn‟t until my sons served overseas in the military that I 

truly understood the sacrifice some families have made as their loved ones who 

defend our freedom give their all so we can live free and secure. 

     Let us remember to give honor to both our moms and servicemen and women.  

But let‟s not just make this a once a year event, but rather something that flows 

from our hearts every day in which we come back and say “thank you”.  “Thank 

you, mom, for loving me and correcting me!”  “Thank you, servicemen and 

women, for laying your life on the line for me.”  “Thank you to those from the past 

who have served and kept our nation free.”
